U.S. Customs and Border Protection Entrance Requirements

Individuals traveling by air within the Western Hemisphere will be required to present a valid unexpired passport for admission to the U.S. with limited exceptions (check www.cbp.gov/travel for more information).  Other documents acceptable for air travel are:

· The Merchant Mariner’s Document (MMD) or “z‑card” issued by the U.S. Coast Guard to U.S. citizen merchant mariners traveling on official business.  

· The NEXUS Air card, for which enrollment is limited to citizens of Canada and the United States, lawful permanent residents of the United States and permanent residents of Canada. · Alien Resident cards (I-551) issued by DHS to lawful permanent residents.

Private aircraft pilots or their designees must electronically transmit the following information to U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) via the Advanced Passenger Information System (eAPIS):

· Traveler manifest information for each individual traveling onboard the aircraft;

· Notice of arrival information; and, or

· Notice of departure information.

This data must be received by CBP no later than 60 minutes prior to departure for private aircraft flights arriving in or departing from the U.S.
A component within the CBP website, eAPIS will assist private aircraft pilots with the requirements.  The eAPIS website is available at https://eapis.cbp.dhs.gov.

For complete information on how to use eAPIS, there is an online tutorial available at https://apps.cbp.gov/eAPIS-pa/.

Private aircraft arriving from international locations are required to have a CBP User Fee decal affixed to their aircraft.  The decals are 27.50 per calendar year.  Any arriving private aircraft that does not have an annual decal is required to complete an application, which will be forwarded to the processing center. The application will be processed, and a decal will be mailed from the processing center.  Additional information on private aircraft decal acquisition and placement can be found on the CBP website at https://cbp/gov/decals.

For international arrival at William R. Fairchild Airport private aircraft pilots are required to provide telephonic notification to U.S. Customs and Border Protection a minimum of one hour in advance.  An officer will confirm your electronically transmitted information and meet you at the airport upon your arrival for a usually brief inspection.
