BACKGROUND:

The Port is in the process of applying for the Clean Vessel Grant Program funding for the replacement of the aging pump-out system at John Wayne Marina. This funding program is administered by the Washington State Parks and Recreation Commission.  SEPA review of the proposed project is required during the application process. 
ANALYSIS:

The Port acted as the Lead Agency on this proposed project or action. This project was determined to be categorical exempt action under WAC 197-11-800 Section 3.  The project was defined as a minor repair or replacement as the proposed replacement pump-out system is a modular unit and will replace the existing modular unit. This report is to be presented in a public meeting and entered in the minutes.

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT:

In compliance with the requirements of SEPA, the Guidelines, and Port Resolution #569, the following proposed action, (WAC 197-11-704) has been reviewed and the following determination made on Mach 31, 2010:
